REFLECTION 

What did it mean for Jesus to come up out of the waters of the Jordan to 
experience the special presence of the Holy Spirit as though it were a dove, 
gently hovering over him? As a Jew, he would have been reminded both of 
the Divine Wind hovering over the void-become-creation, and of the dove 
bearing an olive twig as God restored humanityΩs life on earth after the 
Flood. The Holy Spirit was empowering Him for a re-creative role on behalf 
of humanity. 

His second experience was to sense GodΩs delight and joy sounding, rever-
berating through every fibre of his body, every reach of his soul: ΨYou are my 
beloved Son, my favour rests on you.Ω  

Any baby, any adolescent, any adult who is baptised shares in these wonder-
ful experiences. The dynamic power of the Holy Spirit hovers over the per-
son as a gentle presence, preparing the one baptised for a mission on behalf 
of humanity. And every baptised person senses, below the range of hearing, 
the echo of the same marvellous words: άYou are my beloved son or daugh-
ter, my favour rests on you.έ 

Is it any wonder that Our Lord adopted this water rite to incorporate his fol-
lowers into such wonderful experiences as a power-full impetus to fulfil their 
mission to cooperate in GodΩs saving plan for humanity? 

We could take a moment to pray in gratitude for the parent/s or other per-
son/s who brought us into this tradition stretching over almost two millen-
nia. May they be filled with all that flows from their being beloved sons and
