It’s Our Job Now to Feed the People 

I met an amazing young man one Christmas. Only thirteen years 
old, he had organised a parish blanket drive that had collected doz-
ens, maybe hundreds, of blankets for homeless people. His mum 
told me that he first wanted to organise the drive when he was sev-
en, but that she told him to wait until he was older. 

This young man is the perfect example of someone who seems to 
have learned from this week’s Gospel. In the Gospel story, the dis-
ciples face a hungry crowd and seem confused. They ask Jesus to 
do something. “Send them away,” they say. But Jesus challenges 
them to do something. The result? The hungry people eat. 

We have to remember that Jesus left our world, but Christ is still 
here. We are Christ’s Body on earth. Each of us has a role to play 
in a world of hunger and hopelessness. We all have the power to 
make a difference. But we need to work together and seek Jesus’ 
guidance. 

So don’t just pray for Jesus to help others. He isn’t coming back 
until the end. It’s up to you and me to do the hard work of changing 
the world until then. Want world peace? Then pray for the ability to 
be a peacemaker. Want shelter for the homeless? Then pray for 
the guidance to help homeless people in your neighbourhood. Want 
healing in your family? Then pray for the strength to bring it your-
self. 

Jesus is still trying to feed hungry people. But we’re his Body now. 
Let’s do the work.
